Require MasteringA&P for a minimum of 10% of the final course grade.

Assign a mix of coaching activities, reading questions, and lab questions and activities.

The coaching activities include Video Tutors, Interactive Physiology, and A&P Flix. These provide immediate, answer-specific feedback and optional hints that coach students through the most challenging topics and help them learn from their mistakes. Reading questions include quizzes and chapter tests. Lab questions include Practice Anatomy Lab quizzes and lab practicals, PhysioEx quizzes, and A&P Flix. Assigning a mix of these blends learning and assessment.
Use the recommended grading settings.

The default settings promote active learning and motivate students to think, work, and learn.

Schedule a First Day of Class presentation.

Set student expectations.

Expect initial student resistance to doing required homework. Students’ attitudes about Mastering typically progress from initially skeptical, then accepting, and ultimately embracing. Require students to complete the Introduction to MasteringA&P assignment.
